In addition to attending another Rotary Club’s weekly meeting, attendance at certain other Rotary activities can be counted as a make-up.  These include: 

· Board meetings of the Club, Rotary Charities, and Rotary Camps and Services; 

· District Activities including the Annual Conference; District Assembly, PETS, Thirsting to Serve, World Community Service, Group Study Exchange and Youth Exchange;

· Rotary International Convention, Internet meetings;

· Other specified club activities:  Rotary Charities investigation teams, Work Bees, Full committee meetings, Rotary Show (maximum of 4 attendance credits-1/night), Bell Ringing, Christmas Baskets, Tag Day, NMC Barbecue, Kid’s Free Fishing Day.

· Other special activities as determined by the President and Board of Directors.

To receive attendance credit for any of the above activities, you are on the honor system:  simply notify Jackie Anderson via email with your information.  To receive a meal credit, you still need to present a make-up card from another Rotary Club.
